CCRSAE for Mathematics:  Mathematics Content and the Standards for Mathematical Practice

Sessions A1, B1

This workshop will provide an opportunity to learn about the increased academic rigor of the CCRSAE Mathematics content.  The CCRSAE for Mathematics has two central parts:  The Standards for Mathematical Practice and the Standards for Mathematics Content. The presenter will introduce the standards from the earliest levels of learning through adult secondary education over a range of domains across the five level groupings.  

This session is designed for directors and math teachers who need to learn about the standards so they can begin to effectively use them.

CCRSAE for Mathematics:  Exploring the Mathematics Instructional Shifts

Sessions A2, B2

This workshop will present the three mathematics instructional shifts, considered to be a significant element of the standards.  At the heart of these shifts is a focus in mathematics instruction on delving deeply into the key processes and ideas upon which mathematical thinking relies.

CCRSAE for Mathematics:  Mathematics Content, Standards for Practice, and Instructional Shifts (Combined Session)

Sessions A3, B3

This workshop will provide an opportunity to learn about the Standards for Mathematics Content, the Standards for Mathematical Practice, and the three key Mathematics instructional shifts.   Presenters will introduce the standards from the earliest levels of learning through adult secondary education over a range of domains across the five level groupings.

She has extensive experience as a math educator and math coach in various contexts, including K-12, adult basic education and community college.  She is currently a math consultant for the SABES Math Initiative and a member of the statewide SABES/ACLS/TERC Math Team.  She has facilitated professional development workshops for SABES and other organizations for many years.

ESOL Approach to the College and Career Readiness Standards

Sessions B7, C7

Our goal in adult ESOL instruction has always been to provide the language exposure, meaningful practice, and authentic communication skills that our learners need for their lives outside of the ESOL classroom.  Many of our learners have a long road ahead of them in mastering the oral communication and literacy requirements of postsecondary and workplace contexts. How will the College and Career Readiness Standards for Adult Education help us better prepare our English language learners for these requirements? This workshop takes a look at the four strands (reading, writing, oral communication, and language knowledge) and considers what they mean for ESOL instruction. Participants will learn and discuss ways to contextualize language practice in the classroom that reflect the CCRSAE, while also responding to the unique needs and characteristics of adult English language learners.
